Even 

if we are unable to offer people paid employment we make 

sure we give people the skills, experience and confidence to 

gain employment elsewhere.” 

The figures speak for themselves last year 22 out of 25 

volunteers gained employment.  So what’s stopping you?  

Lisa said; “I’m a single mum who struggled to leave the 

house or answer the phone.  I work full time but still 

managed to pick my daughter up from school.  It is possible, 

support is here please so don’t ever think you can’t because 

you can.”   

Jade volunteered 3 days a week securing paid employment 

within 6 months.  She said; “CAB has taught me so much 

real life experience, everyone supports you.  We are like a 

work family.”
